


activity.  Therefore, this application, if approved, should bear conditions restricting noise and 
visual pollution. 
 
Other factors: The space in question is accessed off of the alley and does not contribute to Greene 
Street’s store fronts.  Therefore, the usefulness of the space for many of those uses permitted in 
the B-P zone is questionable.  Furthermore, the space was specifically constructed to be isolated 
from other uses in the building, making it ideal for higher-impact uses. 
 
Conclusion: The lack of opportunities within the Town’s E-D zone combined with the Master 
Plan’s goal of creating year-round jobs strongly supports this zone change application.  On the 
other hand, the passing of this zone change would suggest that light industrial activities are 
actually encouraged in the downtown business district.  From staff’s perspective, the mitigating 
factor in this application is that the retail and “storefront” perspective of the historic downtown is 
not affected.  That is, the proposed manufacturing space does not front Greene St, is small, and is 
principally accessible from the alley. 
 
III. Staff Recommendation 
 
Staff recommends approving the zone change application with the following limitations: 
 
1.  This zone change only applies to the approximately 40’ x 34’ portion of the rear addition of 
the building at 1314 Greene St. 
2.  In addition to uses allowed in the B-P zone, only low-impact fabrication, manufacture and 
assembly, and low-impact warehousing and storage shall be allowed.  Other uses allowed 
exclusively within the E-D zone are not permitted. 
3.  Ambient equipment noise shall not extend beyond the lot line at any time.  Any manufacturing 
or related noises of sufficient volume to prohibit normal conversation shall extend beyond the lot 
line at any time. Incidental noise extending beyond the lot line shall be prohibited between 7pm 
and 8am. 
4.  The outdoor space between the building and the alley right-of-way shall not be used for 
“junk” storage related to the manufacturing or similar activities occurring within the space in 
question. 
5.  The zone change shall immediately expire upon twelve months vacancy, the expansion or the 
destruction of the space in question.
