


Avalanche Report: The original building site was in an avalanche zone, so that may be 
mentioned on some of the attachments.  However, the applicant has chosen to move the building 
site outside of any identified avalanche areas. 
 
Other Required Submittals: In addition to demonstrating compliance with the four items shown 
above, applicants are required to submit certain maps, site plans, etc, to help staff and the 
Planning Commission make a fully informed decision.  All necessary submittals in this regard are 
have been submitted. 
 
Fire safety: The applicant is required to comply with state firewise prevention practices.  The 
application indicates flammable vegetation within fifteen feet of the structure will be removed 
and modified within 125 feet of the structure.  Staff follows up on these items after construction 
has begun. 
 
Amenities 
The applicant proposes certain improvements to the property that are not required by the San Juan 
County Code.  The amenities proposed for the cabin are electrical service, and heating. 
 
III. Staff Recommendation 
 
Staff recommends approval of the improvement permit with the following conditions: 
 

1. That the applicant obtains an easement across the Perhaps Lode Mining Claim prior to 
beginning excavation and prior to obtaining a driveway permit. 

2. That the required septic system is installed before any addition foundation work or 
building occurs.  If the permitting authority requires the building envelope to be relocated 
to accommodate the septic system, the applicant will submit new plans to be reviewed 
and approved by the Land Use Administrator.  The building official may issue a stop-
work order if he finds the applicant to be out of compliance with this condition. 

3. That the property be placed on the Town of Silverton’s utility billing system for refuse 
and water (unless an on-site water source is used) immediately prior to the issuance of a 
certificate of occupancy.   

4. That disturbed areas are revegetated with native plant species certified weed-free as soon 
as possible after disturbance. 

5. That the applicant complies with all other design standards listed in Section 4-110 of the 
San Juan County Land Use Code. 

6. The applicant agrees to install full-cut off light fixtures that produce no more than 
nine-hundred lumens of light.  Furthermore, the applicant agrees that any installed 
lighting will only be used when the property is occupied and in-use.  The 
applicant acknowledges that failure to install approved lighting or failure to shut 
down such lighting when the property is not in use is subject to penalty and is a 
violation of the San Juan County land use regulations. 

7. That any additional concerns or conditions of either the County Road Supervisor or the 
County Planner resultant from future site visits are addressed by the applicant. 
 

As with previous improvement permits approved by the County, the applicant will be asked to 
sign a notarized document acknowledging the conditions of approval for the improvement permit.  
This action will follow County Commission approval.
